Wednesday, Dr. Sarah Farmer, an astronomy professor at Springfield University and an expert in the search for intelligent life in the galaxy, spoke at the meeting of the Springfield Science Fiction Club. 
Dr. Farmer said that  10  percent of stars have planetary systems. Scientists have detected radio signals originating from beyond the solar system  through the use of supercomputers.  Although routine presently, Farmer said, “She’s optimistic that signals will eventually be found that will give us the first hint of life on other planets.” 
Likewise, she said, “ Because of the great distances involved, planets circling the closest stars could be receiving the signals from Earth’s first TV broadcasts.” 
“It’s possible extraterrestrials could sense patterns in our TV signals indicating intelligence and amplify and decode them,” she said.
That means ET’s could  be enjoying the original broadcasts of shows like “I Love Lucy.” I wonder what  they will think when they eventually get “Star Trek?”
